Discharge of intermittent, low-volume wastewater from the Nikiski Combined Cycle Plant. The waste stream
consists of first-stage reverse osmosis reject and wastewater from water treatment building sinks and floor
drains. Discharge shall occur at a daily maximum flow rate of 42,000 gallons per day

Discharge Location:
The Nikiski Combined Cycle Plant discharges into Cook Inlet at 60.6759293” North latitude and 151.3953853’
West longitude.

Mixing Zones:
Mixing zones are proposed for arsenic, copper, manganese, temperature, and whole effluent toxicity. The

chronic mixing zone measures 9.3 meters long and 0.36 meters wide. The acute mixing zone, contained within
the chronic mixing zone, measures 2.9 meters long and 0.04 meters wide.
