Yes we intend to continue to accept seafood byproducts from AGS and EC Phillips. We accept heads
via totes from EC Phillips. All byproduct from AGS is pumped to the Trident facility, which is
screened and separated. Heads from AGS, EC Phillips and Trident are sent to the hydrolysate barge
for oil and stabilized protein products. All other byproduct not sent to the hydrolysate barge is
screened and sent directly to the gut boat for disposal via at sea-dumping. The byproduct becomes
fish waste once it is sent to the gut boat. Fish waste discharge is currently exempt from needing an
EPA Ocean Dumping permit.

If our system goes down, or the gut boat goes down, we do not have a way to grind waste and
discharge out our outfall so we would stop accepting byproduct from the other facilities and stop
production at our facility till it was restored to normal operations.
