Between 6:45 pm and 7:30 pm on June 3, 2009 Peter Pan Seafoods, Dillingham
facility conducted riverbed monitoring to ascertain the existence or extent of waste
buildup around its discharge pipe. Quality Assurance Manager Colin Johnson performed
the sampling from a skiff during the lowest tide of the day (-2 ft at 6:58pm). The end of
the outfall line was located by pumping green dye out of the main gurry tank. Ten
samples of the riverbed at different points around the outfall were then taken using a
retrofitted posthole digger (see map). There was no evidence of any buildup of
processing waste. No trace of fish residue was found (See attached photos).

[ just want to follow up with you regarding the efforts to comply with the dive survey portion of your
permit. I think it looks real good. I am satisfied that this fulfills the intent of the permit language given
that you can’t exactly take photos in the murky water of the river bed. My only question is why were
there more samples taken towards the west and not, for example, two more samples taken along the
same line to the east. More of a sample distribution question. Is this just to try and address the down
flow of the river assuming more waste is likely to flow to the west? I don’t recall but is there marine
tidal flow up river at the point of discharge? It would have been good to show the distance between
samples taken and mention the depth of the water where the samples were taken at -2 foot tide. Is 10,
your sediment monster? Complete with rock eyes and mouth?

You can tell that sample 1 is blacker which could be indicative of a more anoxic sediment at the point of
discharge..not necessarily unexpected but then the sediment appears to turn more brown, less organic
and perhaps less anoxic, as you moved away from the discharge point. kt

wastes to one-half inch in all dimensions before discharge, an effluent limit of 10 million pounds of
seafood processing waste residues per calendar year, a prohibition on the discharge of petroleum,
hydrocarbons, ol and grease, and a narrative limit on the violation of Alaska Water Quality Standards (gee
Part 1l). The permi requires that you develop and implement a best management practices plan that
controls and reduces pollutant discharges at your shé (see Part VI.A). The permit requires that you
submit an antiual report on seafood processing activity, discharges, noncompliance and proodss
changes (8ee Part VI.B). The permit requires that you conduct periodic monltoring of the sea
surface, seashors, and seafloor in accordance with your type of facility (see Parts VI.C and D).

Dear Ms. Guzzo.

With regards to acquiring a waiver to discharge seafood processing wastes from the Peter Pan
Seatoods processing facility at Port Moller under the general NPDES permit, I offer the following
background as to our operation there. :

The tacility that is Peter Pan Seafoods, Port Moller was established in its present location ninety
years ago and has been in seasonal operation throughout its existence. The location of the facility
i on the lee side of a sand spit that separates Port Moller Bight from the Bering Sea, about .5
miles NE ot Entrance Point. It is the only land based seafood-processing facility in the North
Peninsula region. Additionaily it has been the only processor operating in this area the past five
salmon seasons and appears to be the only processing entity for the 2006 season. This facility is
vitallv important for the approximately 150 drift and set-net fishing entities that operate in this
areq, including the nearby native village of Nelson Lagoon.

Processing wastes are ground and discharged into the waters of Port Moller Bight into a channel
that drains a significant portion of the bight. The discharge depth is 10 ft. MLLW. The waters of
Port Moller Bight and Inner Port Moller are very shallow characterized by mudflats that are often
exposed during minus tides. Significant water depth, greater than thirty feet, can be found in the
main channel off of the end of Entrance Point or in the open water of the Bearing Sea, across the
spit NW of the facility. Both of these locations are greater than .5 miles distance from the
facility. Both or these locations feature strong tidal currents, heavy wave action and ice
accumulation and scouring making them poor as well as distant locations for outfall placement.
Depths greater than G0 ft. can only be found at approximately 1 mile out to sea, NW of Entrance
Point.

The processing season at Port Moller is from mid June through mid September, usually ending
between the 7" and 12" of September. For a number of years frozen salmon and salmon roe have
been the only products produced at this facility. Daily capacity of the plant is about 240,000
round pounds. Annual salmon poundage put through the plant in recent years has ranged from 6
11 million Ibs. resulting in 1.4 — 3.0 million lbs. of discharge. This is well below the NPDES
“Cieneral Permit limit of 10 million Ibs. All salmon wastes are ground to within .5 inch or less
with an Autio grinder then a Vaughn chopper pump pushes these, along with water used in





" processing to the discharge point 250 ft. off of the SE corner of our dock facility, At MLLW this

location is 300 ft. from the shoreline and 10° in depth.

Our daily sea swface and shore-monitoring program, in place throughout the processing season,
has not noted any unusual surface scum or shore side waste accumulations. There are healthy
populations of seabirds and flounders that actively feed at the discharge site as well as significant
populations of tish, shelflfish, small crabs and plant life populating the waters under and around
our dock structure, Dive surveys done in December 1990, September 1996, and November 2001
have not noted any significant buildup of discharge materials. The September 1996 survey was
done within days of the completion of operation for that year yet found less than 200 sq. ft. of
waste-pile, with an average depth of 6" — 8”. The surveyor noted; “no evidence of distressed
biota™ and “minimal notable impact on the seafloor as the result of seafood processing at this
facility.” The tidal flow in the channel at the discharge point plus wave action from the
plcvmlm;? SE winds during that time of year aid in mixing and dispersing the discharge materials.
It is evident from what has been observed that these materials are dispersed and/or consumed to a
great extent while they are fresh and do not pile up to rot and degrade the surrounding
environment.

The Port Moller facility is in close proximity to two designated critical habitat areas. The Port
Moller State Critical Habitat Area is within approximately 2 mi of the facility and the USFW
designated Steller's eider critical habitat is within 1.25 mi of the facility.

There have been some concerns expressed about the Port Moller facility’s possible impact on the
endangered Steller's eider. We do not believe that such concerns are wamranted based on the
following; Steller’s eiders are known to use parts of this region for fall molting and wintering,

* however they are not present in any reported numbers during the processing season, which ends

by mid September. In addition, it is stated in 50 CFR Part 17, The Final Determination of Critica]

Habitat for the Alaska-Breeding Population of the Steller’s Eider, “there are few observations of
Stetler’s eiders in the northeast portion of Port Moller near the fish processing facility . . .. the
designated critical habitat includes the waters adjacent to Moller Spit, where aggregations have
regularly been encountered, but excludes the northeast portion of the lagoon of Port Moller,
including the fish processing facility at Port Moller (the processing facility is approximately 2 km
outside the boundary of the critical habitat unit).” In addition we would point out that our shore
and sea surface monitoring program as well as our dive surveys have not noted any conditions
resulting from our operations that would adversely affect the sun‘oundmg habitat for sea birds,
including the Stellar’s elder

The Port Moller plant includes a USCG permitted and inspected fuel receiving, storage and
dispensing facility. This facility meets the requirements of 33 CER, Part 154.1030 (USCG) and
40 CFR, Part 112.20 (USEPA). In meeting these requirements the facility maintains personnel
and equipment that ave able to respond to any anticipated spill event. The fuel storage and
distribution system is relatively new, constructed in 1988 and 1989, and is maintained to a high
level of dependability and safety. There has not been any fuel spill events associated with this
fcilify. The maintenance and operation of this facility is critical as there is no other source of





fuel available in the area for operation of the plant or for fueling the vessels that fish or transit this
area. The Port Moler facility maintains an air quality permit with the State of Alaska associated
with the use of diesel fuel in our power generating plant. This permit, #°AL000019, limits the
amount of fuel that can be used by our power generating equipment in a calendar year. Our limit
is 315,000 galions per year, while our current actual use is around 200,000 gallons per year.

We trust that you can see that it is appropriate that the Port Moller facility be granted a waiver
under the NPDES permit to discharge processing wastes, as we have in the past, in this area. As
the Port Moller area has been recognized as an important habitat for many species, this facility
has been important to the communities and fishing industry of the region for ninety years.
Operating under the current regulations this facility can continue to support the needs of the
fishing community while having negligible impact on the neighboring aquatic and animal
communities. If you have any questions regarding this application for a waiver or need any
additional imbrmation,‘please do not hesitate to call me.
