The Chignik Production facility lost its main processing plant in a fire in 2008. There is still operational
filleting equipment on the premises, but the plant has not operated since summer 2009. At any time,
Trident may elect to place the fillet line into operation; however, production & discharge amounts
would not be significant.

For the majority of its output at the Chignik Production facility, Trident intends to moor one processing
vessel at a time at the end of the dock at the facility and allow the vessel to discharge processing waste
through the facility outfall line. Only one vessel at a time processes at the Chignik Production facility
dock. Trident purchases fish and loads it onto the processing vessel, where the fish are processed and
frozen. The processing offal is ground to 0.5" dimensions in all directions on the vessel and then pumped
back to the Chignik Production facility. The Chignik Production facility then runs the ground-up waste
through its sump grinders, and discharges this re-ground waste through Trident's Chignik Production
outfall line. The product is loaded into on-shore containers; by processing and loading at the dock, the
vessels save time they would otherwise spend in transit to offload their product, as they have limited
storage capacity.

The vessel Pribilof will process at the Chignik Production facility dock from early to mid-June, and is
scheduled to depart by June 25.

Some time around June 20, vessel Ocean Fresh, a floater processor contracted by Trident to process its
fish, will replace the Pribilof at the Chignik Production facility & will process until late August.

In the event that there is a larger than usual salmon run, it is possible that any of the following vessels
might end up mooring at the Chignik Production facility dock, once Ocean Fresh has departed, to
process until the end of August: Alaska Packer, Aleutian Falcon, Independence, Island Enterprise, Kodiak
Enterprise, Pribilof, Seattle Enterprise.

Chignik Production will ensure that permit requirements are met for all vessels that discharge through
its outfall line.
