We
look forward to your modification of your outfall line and your revision of best management practices to
support the reduction of floating waste residues and foam. Your request to discharge in excess of ten million
pounds of seafood processing waste residues annually at a depth of -48 ft ML LW is approved conditioned
upon your continued compliance with the Alaska Water Quality Standard criteria for residues (enclosed FYI).
