Permit AKG520000 became effective on July 27, 2001. On October 31, 2008, the administratively extended permit 
transferred to DEC authority. Your unique identifier under this permit is provided above and on the enclosed title 
page of the permit. Please use this designated number and associated DEC File number in any correspondence with 
or reporting to DEC. 


The Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) has received and reviewed your updated April 21, 
2015 Notice of Intent (NOI) and your April 12th, 2012 Revised Attachment A to be covered by APDES Permit 
AKG520000, the general permit for Alaskan seafood processing facilities.  


Alaska General Seafoods is authorized to discharge seafood waste as specified in the April 21, 2015 Notice of Intent and Revised 
Attachment A dated April 12th, 2012. The seafood processing waste discharged shall meet all the requirements as set out in the 
AKG520000 general permit including Part V. C. Shorebased Seafood Processors.

The seafood processing waste discharged shall meet all the requirements as set out in the AKG520000 general permit including Part 
V.C.. Shore based Seafood Processors.

The permit includes an effluent treatment requirement of grinding solid seafood processing wastes to one-half 
inch in all dimensions before discharge, an effluent limit of 10 million pounds of seafood processing waste residues 
per calendar year, a prohibition on the discharge of petroleum, hydrocarbons, oil and grease, and a narrative limit 
on the violation of Alaska Water Quality Standards (see Permit Part II). The permit requires that you develop and 
implement a best management practices plan that controls and reduces pollutant discharges at your site (see 
Permit Part VI.A). The permit requires that you submit an annual report on seafood processing activity, 
discharges, noncompliance, and process changes (see Permit Part VI.B).The permit requires that you conduct 
periodic monitoring of the sea surface, seashore, and seafloor in accordance with your type of facility (see Permit 
Part VI.C and D). We ask for your careful review of the various areas throughout the State of Alaska which are 
excluded from coverage by this APDES permit due to their characteristics as either special or impaired habitat.

Alaska General Seafoods (AGS) is authorized to discharge seafood waste under the terms of the 


APDES seafood waste permit identified above.  


 


Trident Seafoods (Trident) and AGS have entered into a limited term commercial contract that 


involves an agreement for AGS to supply Trident with seafood waste and in turn Trident agrees to 


accept that seafood waste.  This agreement is of limited duration.  AGS’s ability to dispose of its 


seafood waste stream in this manner is only a temporary arrangement and may be discontinued 


with little or no notice period.  This is our preferred method of handling our waste stream and it is 


our intent to handle it in this manner subject to having Trident’s agreement to terms acceptable to 


AGS.  


 


In the event that no agreement exists with Trident for any reason or that Trident is not able to 


accept AGS’s seafood waste stream at any time it is our intent to discharge some or all of our 


waste stream through the outfall pipe or alternately shuttle the seafood waste to be dumped at an 


approved site at sea. 


 


The amount of seafood waste discharged through the AGS outfall, shuttled for dumping at sea or 


transferred to Trident is reported in the annual summary submitted to ADEC.

Yes we intend to continue to accept waste from AGS and EC Phillips. We accept heads via totes from
 EC Phillips. All waste from AGS is pumped to the Trident facility, which is screened and separated.
 Heads from AGS, EC Phillips and Trident are sent to the hydrolysate barge for oil and stabilized
 protein products. All other waste not sent to the hydrolysate barge is screened and sent directly to
 the gut boat for disposal via at sea-dumping, which is currently exempt from needing an EPA permit.
 
If our system goes down, or the gut boat goes down, we do not have a way to grind waste and
 discharge out our outfall so we would stop accepting waste from the other facilities and stop
 production at our facility till it was restored to normal operations.
