Waiver Request to Outfall discharges in water Shallower than 60 feet at MLLW,

To whom it may concern,

Seafood Producers Cooperative is a shore-based seafood processing facility that is located in
Sitka Alaska. Our outfall line extends 400 feet from the facility into the Sitka Harbor Channel
between Middle Channel and Western Channel as identified on NOAA Chart 17327, Sitka

. Harbor and Approaches. The outfall discharges in 27 feet of water at MLLW.

We have discharged under a general NPDES permit since the construction of the facility in 1980.
There are no known critical habitats, rooketies, threatened or endangered species affected by our
outfall. Discharge has been distributed into nearby receiving waters with tidal fluctoations of -+/-
15 feet moving in two directions aeross the pile (NW and SE).

The nearest point of depth exceeding 60 feet at MLLW is approximately one mile from our
facility. Relocating and extending the outfall line into the main traffic lane and through the ‘
breakwater entrance is not considered a viable option at this time. We are asking you to consider
and grant Seafood Producers Cooperative a waiver which will allow us to continue discharging
at the current location.
