Permit AKG520000 became effective on July 27, 2001. On October 31, 2008, the administratively
extended permit transferred to DEC authority. Your unique identifier under this permit is provided
above and on the enclosed title page of the permit. Please use this designated number and associated
DEC File number in any correspondence with or reporting to DEC.

The Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) has received and reviewed your
updated August 30, 2016 Notice of Intent (NOI) to be covered by APDES Permit AKG520000, the
general permit for Alaskan seafood processing facilities.

North Pacific Seafoods is anthorized to discharge seafood waste as specified in the Augnst 30, 2016 Notice of Intent. The
seafood processing waste discharged shall meet all the requirements as set out in the AKG520000 general permit
including Part V. C. Shorebased Seafood Processors.

North Pacific Seafoods is anthorized to discharge seafood waste at the following sites (as requested in the
Aungust 30, 2016 Notice of Intent):

The seafood processing waste discharged shall meet all the requirements as set out in the AKG520000 general permit
including Part V'.C.. Shore based Seafood Processors.

North Pacific Seafoods requested a waiver to discharge at the current reported discharge depth of less than -10 ft MLLW
due to the discharge location in a shallow tidal river/ inlet. Y ou have reported that the facility has been on-location for
decades and that there is no significant accumulation of solid seafood processing waste residues. Similarly, you have
requested a waiver request for performing the seafloor survey. You have submitted information that shows your outfall is
located in an area of extreme tidal movement, and fast moving currents, and seafloor monitoring is impractical due to the





shallow water, speed of the current, and turbid nature of the water. With this basis and with concurrence historically from
the EPA, ADEC continues the approval of EPA’s waiver to discharge into Kvichak Bay at a depth of less than -10 ft
MLLW, and ADEC grants your request for waiver to perform a seafloor survey.

The permit includes an effluent treatment requirement of grinding solid seafood processing wastes
to one-half inch in all dimensions before discharge, an effluent limit to not discharge a volume or
weight of seafood processing waste residues on a daily or annual basis which exceeds the amount
reported in the permittee's NOI (Permit Part V.C.1.a), a prohibition on the discharge of petroleum,
hydrocarbons, oil and grease, and a narrative limit on the violation of Alaska Water Quality Standards
(see Permit Part II). The permit requires that you develop and implement a best management
practices plan that controls and reduces pollutant discharges at your site (see Permit Part VI.A). The
permit requires that you submit an annual report on seafood processing activity, discharges,
noncompliance, and process changes (see Permit Part VI.B). The permit requires that you conduct
periodic monitoring of the sea surface, seashore, and seafloor in accordance with your type of facility
(see Permit Part VI.C and D). We ask for your careful review of the various areas throughout the State
of Alaska which are excluded from coverage by this APDES permit due to their characteristics as either
special or impaired habitat.

Request for waiver of Part VI.C Seafloor monitoring requirements and Section {ll B 1 minimum
depth of discharge of the General NPDES Permit.

Due to the shallow water surrounding the Pederson Point Plant at low tide we are unable to
discharge deeper than approximately 5.0 ft below MLLW. At low water we are discharging
directly into Kvichak Bay with an estimated current in excess of 2 knots. This current appears to
be sufficient to disperse the discharge. The speed of the current exceeds the definition of 0.33
knots for poor flushing.

Seafloor monitoring at this location is impractical due to the shallow water and the speed of the
current. Also, the high turbidity of the water results in very low visibility, making a survey
impractical.
