The December 20, 2001 EPA granted waiver of the 10 million 1b. limit is continued for seafood waste discharges not to exceed 20
million [bs. No waiver is required for the 24 foot outfall water depth in Wrangell Narrows because it is not considered at-risk under
AKG520000 Permit Part II1.B.1.1 since the tidal current at the discharge location exceeds 0.33 of a knot.
