North Pacific Seafoods requested a waiver to discharge at the current reported discharge depth of less than -10 ft MLV due
to the discharge location in a shallow tidal river/ inlet. You have reported that the facility has been on-location for decades and
that there is no significant accumulation of solid seafood processing waste residues. Similarly, you have requested a waiver request
for performing the seafloor survey. You have submitted information that shows your outfall is located in an area of extreme tidal
movement, and fast moving currents. Additionally, seafloor monitoring is impractical due to the shallow water, current speed,

Due to the shallow water surrounding the IFP-Kasilof plant at low tide we are unable to
discharge deeper than approximately 5.0 ft below MLLW. At low water we are discharging
directly into one of the main channels of the Kasilof River with an estimated current in excess of
2 knots. This current appears to be sufficient to disperse the discharge. The speed of the
current exceeds the definition of 0.33 knots for poor flushing.

Seafloor monitoring at this location is impractical due to the shallow water and the speed of the
current. Also, the high turbidity of the water results in very low visibility, making a survey
impractical.

ASSET PURCHASE AGREEMENT

THIS ASSET PURCHASE AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into as of
June 28, 2015 by and among INLET FISH PRODUCERS, INC. (“IFP”), an Alaska corporation,
WILD PACIFIC SALMON, INC, (“WPS”), a Washington corporation, THE RIVER
COMPANY, LLC (“TRC”), an Alaska limited liability company, (collectively hereinafter
“Sellers”), VINCENT GODDARD (“Goddard”), IFP HOLDINGS, LLC, an Alaska limited
liability company (“IFP”) and NORTH PACIFIC SEAFOODS, INC., a Washington corporation
(“Buyer”). IFP, Buyer and Sellers are sometimes individually referred to herein as a “Party” and
collectively as the “Parties”.

RECITALS

A. Sellers own certain assets used in the operation of the fish processing plants
known as the Kenai Plant, the Kasilof Plant and the K-Beach Plant (collectively, the

“Businesses™).

B. Sellers, IFP and Buyer desire to enter into this Agreement pursuant to which
Sellers propose to sell to Buyer, and Buyer proposes to purchase from Sellers, certain assets
owned by the Sellers for use by Sellers in the conduct of the Businesses.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained
herein, and for other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are
hereby acknowledged, the Parties hereto agree as follows:

ARTICLE 1

1. Sale and Transfer of Assets; Excluded Assets; Congideration; Closing; Taxes,

1.1 Sale and Purchase of Agssets. Subject to the terms and conditions contained in this
Agreement, on the Closing Date, Sellers agree to sell, assign and deliver, or cause to be
transferred, to Buyer or IFP, as applicable, and Buyer agrees to purchase from Sellers, all of the
Sellers’ right, title and interest in and to all of the assets and rights (collectively, the “Assets”), of
every type and description, substantially used in, relating to or customarily associated with, the
Businesses, wherever located, including without limitation the following assets and rights (but
excluding the Excluded Assets):

1.1.1  All equipment, machinery, furniture, vehicles, fixtures, tooling, spare parts
and intangible personal property of Sellers used in the Businesses of the Kenai Plant, Kasilof
Plant, and K-Beach Plant (the Plant locations are described in Section 1.1.4), including without
limitation those items set forth on Schedule 1.1.1 (collectively the “Equipment”);

1.1.2  All of Sellers’ right, title and interest in, to and under all contracts and
other agreements that are listed on the attached Schedule 1.1.2 (the “Contracts™);
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1.1.3  All inventory, including the Acquired Supplies Inventory and Fish Product
Inventory, and other items used in the operation of the Businesses existing at the time of Closing
(collectively, the “Inventory™), wherever located,

1.1.4 All of Seliers’ right, fee title and leasehold interest in and to (a) the real
property owned by Sellers, including but not limited to the real property described on the
attached Schedule 1.1.4(a) and (b) the real property leased by Sellers and used in the conduct of
the Businesses, including but not limited to the real property leases described on the attached
Schedule 1.1.4(b) (the “Properties™);

1.1.5 All revenue equal to any payments collected by Sellers for the Fish
Product Inventory sold prior to Closing as more fully described in Section 1.5.5;

1.1.6 Copies of all Books and Records relating to the Assets and the operation
of the Businesses; and

1.1.7  All general intangible assets, rights and claims of Sellers of every kind and
nature, including, without limitation, the assumed business name “Inlet Fish Producers,”
copyrights, trademarks, intellectual property, logos, designs, slogans, licenses, software,
customer records, contact information, telephone numbers and website addresses, files, charts,
advertising and marketing programs and plans, and business information currently used by
Sellers in connection with the operation of the Businesses, and associated goodwill (the
“Intangibles”).

1.1.8  All of Sellers’ present and future claims against any party relating to items
included in the Assets, including, without limitation, all causes of action and unliquidated rights
under manufacturers’ and vendors’ warranties or guarantees, but only to the extent such claims
do not relate to any Excluded Assets.

1.1.9  All permits, licenses or approvals owned or held by Sellers associated with
the ownership, use or operation of the Businesses or any of the Assets that are transferable to
Buyer or IFP under applicable law and existing agreements.

1.2 Excluded Assets. Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained in
Section 1.1, the following properties, assets and rights used in, or related to the Businesses as
listed on the attached Schedule 1.2 are excluded and shall not be purchased by Buyer (the
“Excluded Assets™):

1.2.1 cash on hand existing as of the Closing Date, bank accounts, deposits,
cash equivalents, notes receivable (except for the Fishermen’s Advances that Buyer purchases
under Section 1.5.4), accounts receivable (except as provided in Section 1.5.5), or other
instruments in existence on the Closing Date ;

1.2.2 prepaid Taxes and any Tax refunds arising from Taxes that relate or arise
from the operation of the Businesses for any period prior to Closing;
