Permit AKG520000 became effective on July 27, 2001. On October 31, 2008, the administratively extended permit
transferred to DEC authority. Your unique identifier under this permit is provided above and on the enclosed title
page of the permit.

The Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) has received and reviewed your updated June 22,
2012 Notice of Intent (NOI) to be covered by APDES Permit AKG520000, the general permit for Alaskan seafood
processing facilities.

Trident Seafoods Corporation is anthorized to discharge seafood waste as specified in the June 22, 2012 Notice of Intent. The seafood
processing waste discharged shall meet all the requirements as set out in the AKG520000 general permit including Part 17. C.
Shorebased Seafood Processors.

The permit includes an effluent treatment requirement of grinding solid seafood processing wastes to one-half
inch in all dimensions before discharge, an effluent limit of 10 million pounds of seafood processing waste residues
per calendar year, a prohibition on the discharge of petroleum, hydrocarbons, oil and grease, and a narrative limit
on the violation of Alaska Water Quality Standards (see Permit Part II). The permit requires that you develop and
implement a best management practices plan that controls and reduces pollutant discharges at your site (see
Permit Part VI.A). The permit requires that you submit an annual report on seafood processing activity,
discharges, noncompliance, and process changes (see Permit Part VI.B). The permit requires that you conduct

ATTACHMENT A

Trident Seafoods Corporation’s Cordova North facility has added a “Frame Meat Recovery Line”
(Recovery Line) to make a surimi product from the frames of filleted salmon. The goal of the Recovery
Line is to recover additional seafood product from each raw pound of salmon that is delivered to the
plant while reducing seafood processing wastes that are currently discharged from the plant, thereby
substantially reducing the BOD5 loadings from the Cordova plant.

BOD5 and the protein found in seafood waste have a linear relationship such that one pound of seafood
protein represents approximately one pound of BODS5, regardless of whether that protein is processed
by a “washed mince or paste” process. (The other components of seafood processing residues — fat
and ash — have little BOD5 impacts.)

The Recovery Line will perhaps produce as much as 30,000 pounds per day of finished product during
peak production. Every pound of finished product is approximately a pound of BOD5 that will not be
discharged into the water. During the season Trident will take samples of the “press-cake” (the product
prior to the addition of sugar and Sorbitol), as well as samples of the meat from the frame prior to it
being processed, and then undertake an analysis of the precise amount of BODS in the salmon. At the
end of the season, we will provide the Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation the laboratory
report of these samples along with a more precise analysis of the reduction of BODS5 discharges that
resulted from the operation of the Recovery Line.
