Permit AKG520000 became effective on July 27, 2001. On October 31, 2008, the administratively 


extended permit transferred to DEC authority. Your unique identifier under this permit is provided 


above and on the enclosed title page of the permit.

The Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) has received and reviewed your 


updated March 1, 2016 Notice of Intent (NOI) to be covered by APDES Permit AKG520000, the 


general permit for Alaskan seafood processing facilities.  


Copper River Seafoods has continuing coverage under their AKG520524 administrative extension to discharge 


seafood waste, including as specified in the March 1, 2016 NOI.  


Copper River Seafoods Cordova plant on March 1, 2016 requested a reduction in the seafloor monitoring program for 


the Copper River Cordova Facility discharge location of Orca Inlet required by permit AKG520000 Part VI.C. 


Your request to reduce the seafloor monitoring program for the Copper River Cordova Facility discharge location of 


Orca Inlet required by permit AKG520000 Part VI.C is approved due to the high currents and the moderate volume 


of waste projected to be discharged, subject to the permittee’s compliance with the conditions contained in the 


AKG520000 permit. If future waste discharges occur in excess of 5,909,605 lbs. (25% greater than the largest 


amounts listed in the 2013 production records), a seafloor survey will be required at the end of the processing season for 


the year the increase in discharge volume actually occurs. 


This reduction in seafloor monitoring is applicable to permit coverage under the AKG520000 general permit only. 


The facility operator is advised that if the facility permit is superseded by a new APDES 
permit, the facility operator will need to reapply for seafloor monitoring reduction under that 
permit.

The seafood processing waste discharged shall meet all the requirements as set out in the AKG520000 general permit 


including Part V.C. Shore based Seafood Processors.  


The permit includes an effluent treatment requirement of grinding solid seafood processing 
wastes to one-half inch in all dimensions before discharge, an effluent limit to not discharge a 
volume or weight of seafood processing waste residues on a daily or annual basis which exceeds the 
amount reported in the permittee's NOI (Permit Part V.C.1.a), a prohibition on the discharge of 
petroleum, hydrocarbons, oil and grease, and a narrative limit on the violation of Alaska Water 
Quality Standards (see Permit Part II). The permit requires that you develop and implement a best 
management practices plan that controls and reduces pollutant discharges at your site (see Permit 
Part VI.A). The permit requires that you submit an annual report on seafood processing activity, 
discharges, noncompliance, and process changes (see Permit Part VI.B).The permit requires that you 
conduct periodic monitoring of the sea surface, seashore, and seafloor in accordance with your type 
of facility (see Permit Part VI.C and D). We ask for your careful review of the various areas 
throughout the State of Alaska which are excluded from coverage by this APDES permit due to 
their characteristics as either special or impaired habitat.

Copper River Seafoods respectfully requests a waiver from future seafloor dive surveys for our Cordova 
facility outfall location. 
 
To coincide with the criteria requested/approved as part of this facility’s 2014 NOI and Seafloor Survey 
Waiver, and with consideration to the proposed maximum discharge amounts as stated in the 2015 and 
2016 NOI Updates, we are requesting reinstatement of seafloor survey waiver under the following 
conditions: 
 


 All prior year’s production and outfall amounts have fallen well below the maximum discharge 
amount as set by the ADEC on the 2014 Seafloor Survey Reduction Approval (5,909,605 lbs.--25% 
greater than the amounts listed in our 2013 production records).  


 


 Maximum projections as listed on the 2015 NOI Update, as well as the 2016 NOI that is attached 
to this request, are only remotely possible during record salmon runs, if equipment runs flawlessly 
at 100% capacity for the entire season and ADFG manages “openers” effectively enough to 
contribute to the situation.  
 


 We would like to keep the proposed maximum amounts as stated in the attached NOI, with the 
condition of having the Seafloor Survey Waiver in place/active. If the 5,909,605 lbs. limit is 
breached at any point, a seafloor survey will be initiated immediately following the season. We 
have a weekly reporting program in place, so “real time” amounts are available upon request.
