The Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation has completed its review of the updated
Notice of Intent for the Silver Bay Seafoods Valdez Plant, Sea Diamond Gurry Transport Vessel and
is issuing authorization AKG5230061.

The AKG523000 general permit expired June 30, 2016, and DEC administratively extended the
general permit on July 1, 2016. In accordance with AKG523000, Section 4.3.5 (Duty to Reapply),
DEC determined the complete May 3, 2016 NOI application package fulfills the obligation to
apply/reapply at least 90 days (April 1, 2016) prior to the expiration date of the permit and qualifies
you for administrative extension of your APDES authorization until a new permit is issued. We have
included a copy of your administrative extension letter with this authorization.

This letter updates the administratively extended AKG523061 authorization to include the changes as
submitted in the July 8, 2016 NOI and associated NOI attachments. The changes in the July 8, 2016
NOI include the addition of discharges via the gurry transport vessel from the Silver Bay Seafoods
Fish Oil Facility, which include macerated fish heads. Silver Bay Seafoods is authorized to cumulatively

Silver Bay Seafoods is a processor of frozen, headed and gutted salmon for domestic and export markets. The Valdez plant processes fish for approximately 3 – 4 months throughout the summer; Alaskan salmon being our primary product. We strive to use all parts of the fish to maximize the value of the salmon.

Operation and Description of the Factory Process:

1. Fish is pumped from the boats to our inside tank system, which has a calibrated weight belt to assure to amount of fish received.

2. Then fish is sorted by species. 

3. The fish continue to be transferred to our inside tank system, which feed to our iron butchers.

4. Iron butchers cut the head and after, eggs and viscera are extracted.

5. Roe is sent to the egg room, where it is graded, weighted, and frozen.

6. Select roe is sent to the Ikura room where it is removed from the skeine and various loose roe products, including ready to eat products, are produced. 

7. Viscera and severed heads are sent to the grinder, which turns into a by-product (pet food).

8. Severed heads are also sent to the fish oil production area where it is cooked and pressed to make food grade fish oil

9. The macerated head waste is ground and pumped to the approved discharge area

10. After the eggs and viscera are extracted, every fish is individually graded. 

11. Graded fish then weighed and sent through the blast or tunnel freezers.

12. Fish is frozen, then removed the frozen blocks and proceed to packaged. 

13. Fish, row and fish oil is shipped and distributed.

Operation and Description of the Discharge System:

All water and seafood waste inside the processing facility is collected by a trench system linking the entire plant. All production areas as well as any area that might inadvertently come into contact with raw or unpackaged product are designed to collect all waste and/ or wash down water, and direct it to the main sump collection pit (MSCP). All fish viscera are first sent through an Audio Grinder and then used in our pet food line or deposited in the waste conveyance system which is directed to the MSCP. Fish heads are either sent to Autio grinder for pet food production or are sent to the Oil plant to be made into fish oil. The leftover waste from oil production is further ground in the Urschel pump and then sent to either the vessel discharging under the AKG52300 permit or into the MSCP. All waste water associated with fish oil or roe production is sent to the MSCP. At the main sump collection pit, all waste and waste water are pumped through two Vaughn Chopper pumps mounted in parallel. Each pump discharges through a four inch line which then passes through a single pipe and is further ground by two inline Muffin Monsters. Discharge waste in monitored per permit conditions, procedures, and best management practices.



Discharge at Sea:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Ground seafood waste and wastewater is pumped from the processing plant onto the permitted vessel. The vessel travels to the approved outfall location where the wastewater and solids are discharged at a depth of two feet below the surface while traveling one knot/per hour or more.
