The Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation has completed its review of your updated
June 24, 2016 Name Change-Permit Transfer request and updated January 28, 2016 Notice of Intent
(NOI) to be covered by APDES Permit AKG523000, the general permit of Alaskan offshore seafood
processing vessels. The DEC is issuing authorization AKG23059.

Effective June 24, 2016, the transfer of the permit from the F/ V" ITSWOOT to the gurry vessel M/ 1" Miss Maile
Is granted.

The AKG523000 general permit is scheduled to expire June 30, 2016, and DEC intends to
administratively extend the general permit by that date. In accordance with AKG523000, Section 4.3.5
(Duty to Reapply), the January 28, 2016 NOI application package fulfills the obligation to
apply/reapply at least 90 days (April 1, 2016) prior to the expiration date of the permit. The complete
and timely application package qualifies for administrative extension of the APDES authorization until
a new permit is issued. You should expect to receive further written communication from DEC
regarding your AKG523000 permit status closer to the permit expiration date.

FACILTY NAME, LOCATION and DESCRIPTION

Copper River Seafoods (CRS), Togiak is a seafood processing facility located in Togiak, Alaska. It's
a seasonal processor, with operations generally starting in June and ending in August.

CRS Togiak primarily processes Salmon, with a small percentage of Halibut production early in
the season. The facility receives whole Salmon, then heads and guts (H&G) each fish. Finished
Salmon products may be in the form of fresh or frozen H&G or fillet. Halibut is H&G only.
Regardless of species/finished form, all products are shipped via Air Freight (fresh) or barge
{(frozen) to the CRS Anchorage Facility or a CRS Co-packer for further processing and distribution.
Roe is extracted from Salmon and used for the production of Sujiko. Salt, Malic Acid and Sodium
Nitrite are used for Sujiko production.

The facility has a unique system in place for processing seafood waste. All waste is re-routed
from the production line to the grinder and chopped to < 0.5”. The grinder chops waste directly
into totes that get covered and staged prior to transport.

A gurry vessel is used to haul the waste from the staging area to its outfall location as specified

in the APDES permit.

Section 3

PURPOSE

The purpose of this CRS BMP Plan is to prevent and/or minimize the generation and discharge of
wastes and pollutants from its Togiak seafood processing facility, that could be in violation of the
APDES permit. To the greatest extent practical, CRS will work to prevent or reduce the discharge
of pollution through effective procedures and monitoring. CRS will strive to dispose of any wastes
in such a manner as to have a minimal negative environmental impact.

The only major risk of violation of this APDES permit is an accidental malfunction of the grinding
or transport system.
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Section 4

PROCESS DESCRIPTIONS

a. Salmon:
The facility processes fresh & frozen H&G, Roe and frozen fillets of all 5 species of Pacific Salmon.
Seafood waste, in the form of heads and viscera, is re-routed from the processing line to the
grinder and chopped to £ 0.5”. The grinder chops waste directly into totes that are covered and
staged prior to transport. CRS Togiak utilizes a gurry vessel to haul the waste from the staging
area to its outfall location as specified in the APDES permit. All final products are fresh/frozen
and transported to CRS Anchorage or CRS Co-packer for further processing and distribution.

b. Halibut:
Halibut is primarily processed at the beginning of the season. Finished form is fresh H&G.
Grinding operations are identical to Saimon operations. Finished products are transported to CRS
Anchorage or CRS Co-packer for further processing and distribution.

c. Salmon Roe (Sujiko)
Roe is re-routed from the main production line, staged in baskets and worked in a separate room
from other products. Contracted foreign processors are responsible for processing the roe into
Sujiko. Salt, Malic Acid and Sodium Nitrite are used for Sujiko production. All Sujiko is exported
(801e letter is on file).

Section 5

EQUIPMENT and PREVENTATIVE MAINTENANCE

CRS5 Togiak utilizes 1 Autio 801 grinder. Waste is re-routed from the processing line to the
grinder. The grinder achieves the desired waste size of < 0.5”.

Preventative maintenance is monitored by the Engineering Department. Inspections are
conducted daily according to the Equipment Preventative Maintenance Schedule and
documented on associated forms. The Engineering Department inspects for proper operation,
leaks, lubrication and anything that could lead to a possible grinder malfunction.

MONITORING

System monitoring is conducted/verified by the Quality Control (QC) Department. Monitoring is
conducted on a daily basis.

GOOD HOUSEKEEPING

The plant utilizes food grade petroleum products for lubrication of food manufacturing related
equipment. The company also utilizes a non-chlorinated alkaline detergent for cleaning
equipment, floors, walls and ceilings. After cleaning, a Quat-based sanitizer is sprayed on food
contact surfaces and equipment to prevent bacterial contamination (Sodium Hypochlorite may
be used as an alternate}. When required, the sanitizer is rinsed off with fresh water immediately
prior to utilizing the surfaces & equipment for processing seafood. All of the above mentioned
products are mixed and utilized according to federal and manufacturers guidelines.
MSDS’s/SDS’s are kept on hand in the facility. QC personnel or properly trained employees
routinely test all chemical mixtures to ensure compliance. All tests are documented.
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Section 8

EMPLOYEE TRAINING

Once per year, the personnel responsible for the operation of the waste handling system, as well
as those responsible for the daily monitoring, are instructed in the requirements of the APDES
permit, including this BMP Plan. An owner of Copper River Seafoods will assure the Facility
General Manager follows the requirement of this BMP Plan. The procedures and training will be
checked again every six (6) months as needed.

Section 9

REPORTING PROCEDURES

If any failures are found during an inspection, whether in equipment, drains, discharge plumbing
or grinder lines, immediate notification of an owner shall occur. If an owner is not present then
the most responsible person on the plant premises, either the General Manager or Chief
Engineer, and a member of the Compliance Department shall be notified. Leadership will make
an immediate decision regarding operations and bring the facility back into full compliance with
the APDES permit. Non-compliance or violations must be reported within 24 hours. The BMP
Plan and APDES permit shall be reviewed and a proper determination adhered to. Allinformation
pertaining to the non-compliance or violation will be documented.
