(JUNEAU, AK) – Crave Brothers Farmstead Cheese Company has issued a 
recall for three specialty cheese products in connection with a multi-state 

investigation of Listeria Monocytogenes.   

Listeria can cause serious and sometimes fatal infections in young children, 
frail or elderly people, and others with weakened immune systems. Although 
healthy individuals may suffer only short-term symptoms such as high fever, 

severe headache, stiffness, nausea, abdominal pain and diarrhea, Listeria 
infection can cause miscarriages and stillbirths among pregnant women.
