Instructions
· This packet contains instructions and application forms for coverage under the Solid Waste General Permit for storage of drilling waste generated on the North Slope. 

· This permit allows for storage of waste from RCRA-exempt oil and gas exploration, development, enhancement, or production activities, and RCRA non-exempt, non-hazardous waste. 
· Waste must be generated in the North Slope of Alaska, which includes those portions of the state north of 68 degrees north latitude.

· The storage facility must be designed and intended for more than one year of operation. 
· This permit is to be used only for the storage of waste prior to permanent disposal and/or remediation.

· Municipal solid waste, putrescible waste, camp waste, or hazardous waste may not be disposed or stored under this permit. 

· Each item must be completed and included in your application in order for the Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC) to process your application. Please address each item.  Additional information should be provided as necessary or applicable. 

· If the required information is not applicable, please explain why.

· Check off each item as you complete it, and submit the entire packet, required information, and required application fee.
