Forecast: The NWS forecast and local conditions in Fairbanks and North Pole are resulting in
poor to very poor dispersion. We are forecasting both Fairbanks and North Pole air quality to
remain Unhealthy Sensitive Groups to Unhealthy, with 24hr average PM, s values >35ug/m3.

**What does a Stage 2 Alert mean?

MANDATORY - No fuel source may be added to the combustion chamber or firebox of any solid
fuel burning appliance or waste oil burning appliance, unless you have a valid
No Other Adequate Source of Heat (NOASH) waiver.




Residents should rely instead on their home’s cleaner source of heat (such as a gas or fuel oil
fired furnace or boiler or electric baseboard heaters) until the Stage 2 alert is cancelled.

This does not apply during a power outage.
