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Please don't waste our time and our money on this unnecessary review. Alaska's oil spill prevention
and contingency plan laws are working very well. I'm not interested in weakening regulations that
have been developed to prevent another Exxon Valdez oil spill, and laws that were crafted based on
lessons learned, which have thus far been proven to be effective deterrents to bad behavior.
