In the event of a processing deviation, the nature of the deviation will be reviewed and evaluated, and recall procedures initiated and conducted as deemed necessary by the firm’s owner. The source of the product, product identification, production codes, and list of consignees (customers) will be made available to assist with identifying the recalled product and determining the extent of its distribution.  

One or more of the following may be utilized during the recall:

1. Notify each consignee (customer) of the recalled seafood, including how to return or dispose of the affected seafood. Notification may be in person, by telephone, fax, email, or mail. If these methods are not successful, public notification will be initiated. 

2. Notify the public about the hazard presented by the recalled seafood. If deemed necessary by the firm’s owner, employ media such as radio, newspaper, website, or television. The recall announcement should include the following product information: source, identification, lot/production codes, how to dispose of the product, or a contact number for the firm.

3. Notify the ADEC immediately if there is knowledge or reason to believe that a product released into commerce might be adulterated or misbranded. Provide the following information: product source, product identification, the reason for the recall, and product/lot codes affected.

4. Verify that each consignee (customer) received the recall notification and has taken appropriate action.

Records: If a recall is initiated, the firm shall maintain records of the recall, including the reason for implementation, any notifications (regulatory, customers, public), how they were notified, and records of product disposition. This documentation may be made available to appropriate persons and/or agencies upon request.
