GENERAL COMPLIANCE ISSUES 

1. Petroleum Oils and Lubricants (POL) Storage and Distribution 
Facilities: At the active sites mentioned in your letter, Barter 
Island, Point Barrow, Point Lay, Oliktok, and Cape Lisburne Long 
Range Radar Sites (LRRS), the site operations contractor--Martin 
Marietta Services (MMS), conducts periodic testing of POL tanks 
(manual inventory, and visual inspection), and distribution 
systems (lines are pressurized and inspected), in accordance with 
Air Force requirements. In addition, in order to comply with 
18 AAC 75.065, and. in coordination with your oil spills office for 
compliance with 18 AAC 75.015, the site contractor will be 
conducting API 653 tank condition surveys at Barter Island, and 
Cape Lisburne (and at Tin city, not subject of this letter) LRRS, 
next field season. At Bullen Point, the seven tanks there are 
empty, or near empty (two of them have one to two feet of product 
in them, at present). 
headers and associated pipelines have recently been abandoned. 
these and all other sites, POL distribution systems and’tanks are 
now being programmed for  surveys (already conducted at active 
sites) to identify the status of all abandoned POL systems, and 
further integrity testing, if needed, to ensure no potential 
exists for additional contamination.

the compliance section of 11 CEOS/CEVC will be coordinating with 
you soon to compare databases, and will be preparing a work plan 
to address all landfills. 

Landfills: As stated in our 9 Sep 93 meeting at your office, 

These will be put into four categories: 

a. Permitted, properly closed, awaiting ADEC paperwork 

b. Permitted, improperly closed, awaiting ADEC paperwork 

c. Unpermitted, addressed under IRP 

We will be programming all those in category b for proper closure. 
Projected dates for closure of all our northern region landfills 
in this category will be developed as the work is programmed. The 
tentative goal is to have all the closures completed by September 
1996. Category c will be handled under IRP, and will be scheduled 
based on risk assessment, in the context of the overall I R P .  
Category d items are the subject of third party investigations, 
and will be referred to Mr. Mike Tye, Air Force Western Region Air 
Force Center for Environmental Excellence (AFCEE-WR), 630 Sansone 
St Ste 1334, San Francisco CA, 
94111-2278, (415) 705-1668. 

d. Unpermitted, Whird partyt1 site , 



3 .  Abandoned drums, per your letter: 

a. llRecentll drums: The 11 ACW is aware of abandoned drums of 
product at Cape Lisburne LRRS, and has a contract with MMS to 
remove the product from the site. 
drums being used for cleanup of ongoing emergency response to 
spills (such as at Oliktok), drummed soils from pilings drilling 
(at Bullen Point, Point Lonely and Wainwright), and drums of human 
wastes at the sewage lagoon at Barter Island (village of Kaktovik 
wastes, addressed at Atch 2, Paragraph la), we are not aware o'f 
any apparently tlrecentll drums of product at these sites. 

b. llOlderll drums: Drums appearing old because of excess 
rust, and usually, because of their proximity to older, non- 
operational areas of the sites, are eligible for inclusion in our 
Installation Restoration Program ( I R P )  for cleanup. Programming 
documents are now in preparation fbr  drum cleanup across our north 
slope sites, for inclusion into the 1994 field season, pending 
higher headquarters approval and funding. 

If you are aware of drums that have not been satisfactorily 
addressed, please notify the 11 CEOS/CEVC of the specifics so 
immediate steps can be taken to correct the situation. 

Other than the case of some 
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Site Specific Compliance Issues 

Barter Island: 

a. Landfill 04 (LF04)--Current Landfill (Permit Number 9231- 
35): At the 9 Sep 93 meeting at ADEC-NRO, Martin Marietta 

Services (MMS) indicated they would be taking steps to ensure 
continued operation of this landfill, in accordance with the 
permit. So far, they have reviewed their operations, contacted 
the village of Kaktovik to put a stop to the continued use of 
areas around the landfill and sewage lagoon for honey bucket 
accumulation (contents of honey buckets were always placed in the 
sewage lagoon, not the landfill), and made arrangements with the 
village to remove their burn cage, and the accumulation of honey 
buckets from our site. All actions taken in this regard have been 
documented, and MMS will send your office photographs of the 
landfill. As acknowledged in your letter, the Air Force attempted 
to address the Barter Island honey bucket problem in the past. 
Correspondence concerning our most recent attempt in this regard, 
shows the 11 ACW notified North Slope Borough (NSB) officials the 
site would no longer accept their sewage (Appendix 1). The NSB's 
letter (Appendix 2 ,  with attached ADEC memorandum), shows the ADEC 
agreed with the village practice of putting sewage into the site's 
lagoon. 

b. Sewage Lagoon (SD02): Your letter references the llOld 
Landfill (LFO1).l l  We believe the reference should have been the 
subject sewage lagoon, (SD02). However, you do raise a landfill 
related issue in this paragraph when you refer to "debris along 
fenced .area near lagoon,11 such as "diapers, and trash." The 
apparent source of this debris was windblown litter from past 
village use of our landfill. We believe this problem has ceased 
since the village started using their new landfill (see paragraph 
1 a, above, for ongoing landfill activities). The above 
referenced sewage lagoon is no longer used. However, the sitefs 
package sewage treatment plant (which meets the ADEC permit's 
discharge requirements) presently drains into it. We have 
programmed this lagoon for closure, beginning in 1994, and 
potentially contaminated adjacent areas will be addressed at that 
time, depending on results of recent testing. The 11 ACW letter 
to the NSB (Appendix 1, paragraph 2) outlines our plans for 
closure of this sewage lagoon. The 11 CEOS's plans include 
draining the lagoon, and procuring gravel for use as cover (to act 
as insulation), once the ground has completely frozen (through 
one, possibly two, winters). We understand this is an approved 
method for sewage lagoon closure. Please notify 
11 CEOS/CEVC if this is no longer the case. 

c. White Alice: Of the two transformers mentioned in your 
letter, one is non-PCB, the other has tested positive for PCB. I, 
is presently in-service, and will be removed and replaced this 
year,-as part of the Air Force's "PCB free" initiative. 



2. Bullen Point: 

a. Fuel Tanks: Of the seven fuel tanks at this site, five 
are empty, and two contain one to two feet of product, each. The 
product will be removed as part of the IRP. 

b. Stockpiled soils: All the stockpiled soils at this site 
have been sampled as part of the RI/FS, and they will be included 
in the IRP, depending on sample results. 

c. Drums: Please refer to Atch 1, paragraph 3b of this 
letter. 

3. Point Lonely: 

a. Husky Dump (LF08): This landfill is a third party site, 
and will be referred to Mr. Mike Tye, AFCEE-WR. Refer to Atch 1, 
paragraph 2, for the AFCEE-WR address. 

b. Barrels: Please refer to Atch 1, paragraph 3b of this 
letter. 

c. POL Distribution Line: The areas in and around this 
distribution system were sampled as part of the RI/FS, and will be 
included in the IRP, depending on results. 

d. Transformer: The transformer is being included for 
cleanup and removal as part of work being programmed for 1994, 
under the IRP. 

4 .  Point Barrow: 

a. Transformers: Both of these transformers have tested, and 
are labeled as, non-PCB. 

5. Point Lay: 

a. Construction Dumps North of Village (LF04 & LF05): This 
is a third party issue. Please refer to paragraph 3a above. 

b. Module Diesel Spill: The 11 CEOS intends to do more 
sampling in the area of this spill, to establish if it is related 
to staining at the other end of the module. However, in the 
11 ACW letter (Appendix 3) it was expressed that 18 AAC 75.327 
requirements for cleanup of this spill had been satisfied. If 
this is not the case, please notify the site contractor, MMS, as 
they are the responsible party for this spill.

c. POL Distribution System: This area, and the "reddish 
stain," has been sampled as part of our RI/FS, and will be 
included in the IRP, depending on results.

b. Southwest End of Module Train--Transformers: We believe 
your mention of transformers is to reference the location only, 
and that instead of the two spills you mention, there was only one 
spill, with two pieces of correspondence from MMS: one for the 
original spill report (MMS Ltr, 5 Jun 91), and one to report final 
cleanup action (MMS Ltr, 11 Jun 91). Because the 100 gallon spill 
occurred in a depression under the module train, and the area you 
mention around the transformers is at a higher elevation, it is 
questionable whether the sheen you observed is from the same 
spill. The 11 CEOS will schedule sampling this area for next 
field season.

Re: Solid Waste Sites at DEW Lines on the North Slope 

The USAF former DEW line/LRRS properties on the North Slope of the State fall into 
three management categories: 

(1) sites still active under the contract management of GEGS 

(2) sites recently closed to DEW line operation, with new construction currently under 
way under contract with Paramax/Locher 

(3) sites inactivated and managed only for clean-up by the Army Corps of Engineers 

I will not refer to any sites in the third category in this letter, but sites in the previous two 
require some kind of action and response of record to indicate what is being done by the 
USAF, or its contractors, to complete permit requirements on these sites. I am enclosing 
a copy of the Closure Section of the State of Alaska Solid Waste Permit Statutes. 

Six sites are affected: 

(1) Barter Island LRRS, managed by GEGS Of the two solid waste sites on record, the 
older (to the northeast of the present one, expired permit) was covered this past summer, 
1992, with a new layer of gravel after much of the original contents had been eroding out 
of the burial site into a watercourse and down to the beach. We have not been given any 
record indicating whether all of the eroded material had been collected and compacted 
before this gravel layer was put down, or to what degree the original burial site was 
recovered by this layer of gravel. 

If the completion of this cover conforms with Alaska Statute 18AAC 60.410, and that the 
cover conforms to the provisions of 18 AAC 60.410(3)(A)(B), and in thickness to the 
requirements of the permit's terms for closure (2 feet), then this site may be considered

closed out and not subject to further action by this Department. Please confirm with 
photographs and signed statements whether this is the case. 

The solid waste site currently permitted at the LRRS site (Permit 9231-BA005, expires 6- 
30-95) may become redundant with the installation and use of the new community solid 
waste site at Kaktovik, which has been inaugurated as of this writing. Please notify this 
Department what plans GE or the USAF have for the future of this site, and whether a 
ckan-up and close-air: prior to the expscted expiration date of the permit is anticipated. 

(2) Cape Lisburne LRRS, managed by GEGS (Permit 9032-BA004, expires 31 May 1994; 
9231-BA003, expires 1 September 1997; 9231-BA004, expires 1 September.1997). 
Communication from this Department after an inspection in November, 1991, indicated 
that there was a need for a gravel berm on the north side of this cell, so as to contain the 
contents from wind dispersal, settling from unsteady accumulation, and easy entry by 
animals. No berm of any kind had been constructed, but a snow berm to contain the site 
for the winter was promised. Unburned combustibles had been put into the pit, ripped 
open by foxes, and were being spread outside the site. Response from GEGS indicated 
that this practice would stop, garbage would be staged indoors or in containment until it 
could be incinerated, and the dispersal already occurring would be cleaned up. 

I was unable to make an inspection visit of Cape Lisburne this summer, and I have 
received no communication indicating whether these actions were taken. 

An asbestos cell as part of this new permit is being left open against future building 
demolition, and the two permits for the building demolition waste which have not been 
acted on in the past were recently renewed. 

In order for this Department to ascertain that the operation of the main camp cell, west of 
the operating station, is in compliance with permit and statutory regulations it is 
necessary for details of the completion of the berm, cell, and management of the site to 
be communicated to us in writing. 

(3) LIZ-3, Wainwright DEW line. Currently being managed and occupied by contractors 
under Paramax/Locher, there is a need for completion of the unfinished actions at this 
solid waste site, left by expiration of permit 8636-BAO16 on 30 January 1991. At my 
inspection of this site on 21 August, 1992, waste at this cell (south of the station pad) 
either had not been completely covered by fill, or else had eroded out of the pad since 
the station was abandoned. Cover of the solid waste pad itself was extremely loose. A 
quantity of scrap metal and other waste was deposited on the west side of this pad with 
no cover. A pile of fill was located to the north of the site, across the access road from 
the station pad. 

Paramax contractors have stated that they do not intend to make any use of this site. 
Requirements for closure should be completed before further activities occur by other 
contractors occupying the site. 
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(4) POW-I, Lonely. There are three solid waste sites at this location, and all three require 
some attention for the USAF. 

(a) Probably the oldest is located west of the station pad along the shoreline of the 
lagoon. Solid waste here is eroding or emerging from the seaward face of the pad and is 
perceptible along the surfaces at all sides. We have no records as to whether the waters 
adjacent to this site have been tested for metals and hydrocarbons, as current permits. 

(b) The site southwest of the station pad is that indicated under permit 8636-BA010, 
which expired on 1 August 1991. There is still an open cell here with waste contents 
exposed, and a large pile of fill or cover located southeast of this cell. The gravel cover 
leading to the cell from the access road is very loose and contains solid waste. Attempts 
by a contractor on the spot to move some of these for fill revealed the fact that all of the 
apparent fill was full of waste. 

This site should be closed out in accord with the provisions of its own permit, and 
inactivated. 

(c) The site west of the Husky/CIRI/Camp Lonely pad, which according to a letter from 
ClRl Land Manager Mike Franger, dated 29 September 1992, was never used at any time 
by ClRl but was under lease to USAF contractors who were occupying the DEW line site. 
This was covered by permit 8331-BA001 , which expired on 1 April 1988. 

Correspondence in the file from ClRl evidences that actions were being taken to meet 
closure requirements up to the date of 26 December, 1990. This letter (from Mike 
Franger to Chuck Hill at Langley AFB, Virginia) speaks of a response being awaited from 
ADEC to the water sampling that was conducted on 30 June, 1987; to post-closure 
monitoring as referenced in ths DEC correspondence of 18 May, 1990; and drawings 
(maps) of the landfill to support the request for formal closure of this landfill. 

None of this material so identified is to be found in this file, nor does the ClRl file in 
Anchorage contain it. There is a report of water tested by Felec Services, Inc., dated 1 
July 1987, reporting levels of chromium to 7.6ppmJ but no identification of this report as 
relating to the Camp Lonely/Husky/CIRI site. No further action appears to have been 
taken at this site, and no further reports were forwarded to ADEC, in consequence of 
which this Department took no more action toward closure of the site. 

Any documentation you may possess which affords a resolution to any of these matters 
should be forwarded to us. The remainder of the incomplete actions to determine needs 
for closure should be finished. Determination of the problem afforded by the level of 
chromium here depends upon samples from the adjacent soil and water to determine the 
background levels of chromium at this site. 

All of these sites are accessible to the new contractors, and the USAF and its contractors 
should take action accordingly in order to complete closure prior to any further activities 
on these sites. Paramax has stated that it does not intend to make any use of any of 
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these solid waste sites; that it will stage all solid waste pending outshipment in the 
summer or at completion of contract. The USAF should identify where and how this 
waste will be staged and contained until outshipment. This operation, especially as it 
concerns plastics, PCV materials, paints, pesticides, wood treatment agents and treated 
woods, and so forth, may require supervision and permit imposition. 

Please identify the officer in your office who will have responsibility for oversight of 
these operations, and request that he outline to us in the near future what course of 
action will be taken to complete closure for all those sites where no further activity is 
expected. 

If you have any questions during the next three weeks, while I am on vacation, please 
contact Kris McCumby at 451-2134, of this office. After that I will be back in action 
at 451-2153.

This letter is in response to your correspondence of September 3, 1992 and our 
telephone conversation of September 28, 1992. In our discussion, I explained to you 
that, through a cooperative agreement, Cook Inlet Region, Inc. (CIRI) had allowed the 
U.S. Air Force (USAF) to utilize the existing land fill at CIRlls camp (authorized by ADEC 
Permit No. 8331 -BAOOl) while the USAF pursued authorization of their own land fill at 
the POW-1 Dew Line Site. During the USAF contractor's use of the ClRl site, problems 
developed as a result of the deposition of unauthorized substances into the landfill. 
Remediation actions were undertaken, and a sampling program was conducted which 
resulted in test results being submitted to your office for review. I do not have enough 
information in our files here to indicate whether this sampling program was completed 
to your agency's satisfaction. 

In my correspondence of December 26, 1990 to Mr. Chuck Hill of the USAF (which was 
copied to your office), I outlined CIRl's concerns with the USAF's proposal to close the 
ClRl landfill. This is the last correspondence I have on this matter, and I have received no 
further information from the USAF or its former contractor (Felec Services). 

ClRl never has operated the camp on a commercial basis since acquiring it, and to my 
knowledge has, itself, never deposited anything in the landfill originally authorized by 
Permit No. 833 1 -BAOOl . Obviously, it is our intention to have the site properly closed 
out to your agency's satisfaction, The purpose of my December 26, 1990 
correspondence was to obtain documentation that this was in fact done by the USAF.

Mike said that Felec Services was entirely responsible for the landfill at Camp Lonely 
as the AF DEW line was using this landfill along with the two of their own; this is the 
reason that the test results sent up were from FELEC. He has no more recent 
correspondence on the subject than is in our file, yhis letter of 26 Dec 1990 not having 
been answered by the addressee in Virginia. He had only worked with AF people in 
Virginia and did not know anyone at Elmendorf. 

He said that a conversation with a John Smith in Virginia in July, 1990, stated that their 
office (Felec) had a copy of a letter from ADEC recognising the close-out of the Camp 
Lonely landfill site. He did not himself have such a copy nor had he seen one. 

He agreed to send me a letter confirming these facts and indicating that ClRl was not 
responsible for further action at the Felec site, and confirming that he had no further 
correspondence in his files than those I found in ours.

The above-referenced solid waste/landfill site formerly operated under ADEC permit 
8331-BA001, which expired on 1 April, 1988 (no fooling). Your records identify this site 
as located on the west flank of the Husky/CIRI Camp Lonely pad, and that, subsequent 
to the permit expiration, it was in the process of close-out when this Department received 
the last communication to date from you, on 26 December, 1990 - a cc of a letter 
addressed to Mr. Chuck Hill, at Langley AFB, Virginia. 

That letter of yours noted that the conditions for close-out on this site had not been met 
because no further communication from ADEC had been received subsequent to 
18 May, 1990. Such a communication was needed, since information in regard to high 
levels of chromium had been reported to this Department. 

The accompanying lab report in our file shows a report from Northern Testing Labs dated 
1 July, 1987, commissioned by Felec Services. Felec Services was the branch of ITT 
which contracted for the ongoing operation of the DEW line sites until this contract 
passed on to RCA in 1990. This contractor operated the active DEW line site of POW-1 - 
Lonely - and it is not clear to me why this result would have any application to the landfill 
at Camp Lonely, operated by CIRI. The lab report does not contain any permit number or 
file number which would enable this result to be identified as to site. Do you have an 
explanation for this? 

If this in fact is a report relating to Camp Lonely, the levels of chromium are such that 
samples of soil and water from adjacent tundra must be secured to determine 
background levels for chromium. Still, additional tests must at some point be submitted 
to determine that there is no leachate of other heavy metals, hazardous or toxic materials, 
or hydrocarbons from this site. Our file in respect of this site contains no such reports. 
These general test results are required as an essential part of closing out landfill sites. 

When I assumed this position as North Slope district field officer in November, 1990, I 
was assigned all solid waste site jurisdiction everywhere on the North Slope Borough 
outside of Prudhoe. None of this correspondence was referred to me, as it should have 
been, and Camp Lonely/Husky/CIRI was referred to as a defunct installation. The 
military site of POW-1 was being closed out, and confusion in our filing system often 
results from closely adjacent, if unrelated, sites.

As you are perhaps aware, the former POW-I station of Lonely has now been reactivated 
for new construction. Investigation into the unresolved matter of the two landfills on this 
military site has brought up the issue of solid waste sites nearby not closed out according 
to statutory requirements. You should be aware that personnel are already operating on 
the site, adjacent to the old Husky/Carnp Lonely pad. 

This led to my review of your file, and the consequent discovery that the actions needed 
to complete close-out of this site have not been undertaken. As I had just made a field 
visit to POW-I on 5 August, 1992, I could easily have inspected your site, but was not 
aware at that time that such an inspection, or any other additional information, was 
required. 

Please reply within fifteen (15) days and identify the problems which remain to be met, 
both from ClRl and ADEC, in order to complete the close-out of this site. If you have 
additional lab reports specifically relating to the Camp Lonely landfill, please submit them 
at that time. We have nothing later than July, 1987, and its reference to the 
CIRI/Husky/Camp Lonely landfill remains questionable. 

It is particularly in CIRl’s interest to do so, given renewed activity on the adjacent site, the 
fact that USAF is now taking action to close out the two sites on its own facility, and the 
need to complete such actions prior to October, 1993, when a new set of Federal 
regulations governing landfills not previously closed-out to statutory satisfaction comes 
into effect. Many new restrictions will apply to landfills still on active status after that time. 

If you have any information or questions, or wish to speed up our mutual action, do not 
hesitate to call me at 451-2153. In correspondence, please address everything to my 
personal attention, and to make sure there are no mix-ups with the other Lonely sites, 
please use our file number referenced above (ADEC 320.15.004). As there are no 
currently valid permit numbers for any of these sites, please do not use any in referencing 
your correspondence, as it may result in distribution and filing errors at this end. Your 
cooperation will be very much appreciated. 

I will be glad to assist you in any way I can from this end, to help finalize this action.

Questions remaining: 

(1) last letter refers to tests showing a high level of chromium (not given) as having 
been taken in samples made previous spring; our file has no copies of this report. 
Most recent lab test ascribed to this source was recorded in 1987. 

(2) close-out declarations or actions were not completed according to any information 
in our file. Mike Franger confirms that ClRl has no further records or evidence than 
anything we mentioned to him. 

(3) ClRl always sublet this site to USAF and its contractors, and so do not have first- 
hand information; say they have not actually operated camp since they acquired it. 

(4) Close-out actions need to be taken, including but not limited to supplying us with 
the most recent test results for heavy metals, petroleum hydrocarbons, and other 
contaminants as required by Statute. . . . 

(5) Site so contained that there is no prospect of leaching, or of erosion of contents, 
into the sea or lagoon, or other watercourses feeding into the lagoon. 

(6) Unfortunately I did not inspect this site when I had a chance as I was unaware it 
was a USAF responsibility. 

Two other Lonely sites: 

(1) Both have exposed contents which require covering and containment to be 
satisfactorily closed out under statute; 

(2) the second, southwest from pad, has a pile of fill adjacent which according to the 
work crew is full of scrap metal and other remains. 

Similar tests to that cited for the above are called for in closing out these sites, to 
determine that non-permitted materiasl were not placed into the sites or, if they were, 
they no longer constitute any danger to health of persons or other species in the 
vicinity of the sites. 

Wainwrtight a relativdly small probldem - but xdoes not to cover and compact the 
remaining amts of scrap metal which have not been contained. 

All of this should be doine before further activity on the sites occurs by other 
contractors so as to define responsibility for any subsequent problems. 



LONELY 

Search of the files turns up no information whatever about the Husky Camp at Lonely 
under either the names Husky or Lonely. 

There are a number of files relating to activity at the DEW lines over the years. Perhaps 
buried in this somewhere are files pertaining to the Husky camp at Lonely. 

Otherwise, Husky should be quizzed to determine under what names it was operating 
during the years that it was in place at Lonely, and whether there were any cooperative 
agreements between Husky and the DEW line contractors - Cook Inlet Regional, Felec, 
RCA, and GEGS - which would have provided any of these services to Husky. 

The DEW line wsas, however, being cited for hazardous wastes coming out of its solid 
waste site owing to improper disposal of non-permitted materials there, prior to its being 
abandoned.

Cook Inlet Region, Inc. (CIRI) recently received correspondence from Charles Smiley which 
included a copy of a letter from the Alaska Department of Environmental Conservation (ADEC) 
dated May 18, 1990 pertaining to authorization for the closure of the landfill at Camp Lonely, 
which had been permitted under ADEC Permit No. 8331 -UA001. This ADEC correspondence 
authorized closure of the landfill "provided that al l  provisions set forth in the permit regarding 
post closure monitoring would be followed.'' You are aware that problems had occurred 
during the use of the landfill by the USAF contractor at POW-1 when unauthorized materials 
were found to have been dumped in the landfill. Subsequent sampling of surface waters in the 
vicinity of the landfill indicated potential contamination problems existed with chromium levels 
found in these samples (see enclosed ADEC correspondence dated August 29, 1986). 

In this correspondence, additional sampling was recommended by the ADEC Environmental 
Field Officer who was reviewing this matter. Our copy of the results from tests coriducted on 
SepierriLer- 30, 1987 sI.icjivs levels Gf c l i i -~mi i - , i~  hlghc: h r ;  k?: rcferezcctd i r :  the August 29, 
1986 ADEC letter. We do not, however, have the agency response to this latter lab analysis.
