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Proposed Changes for Plan Amendments

· No longer rely on determining if the amendment will diminish the plan holder’s ability to respond.  Instead there would be the following factors to determine whether the procedures in 18 AAC 75.455 will be used:
(1)  an increase to the response planning standard volume or a change to the response planning standard scenario location;
(2)  a change to the season of operations that would affect the response scenarios;
(3)  the operations occur in a new physical location outside of the current plan boundaries; or

In this subsection, substantive means that more resources or training are needed, different resources or training are needed, or resources or training for response or prevention are reduced.
